EXCEPTIONS FROM COVERAGE
Some historical land records contain Discriminatory Covenants that are illegal and unenforceable by law. Only the remaining provisions of the document are excepted from coverage.

1. Property Taxes for the year ________ and thereafter, which are not yet due and/or payable.

2. Covenants, conditions and restrictions, if any, appearing in the public records.  However, Company will guarantee that any such restrictive covenants have not been violated so as to effect, and that a future violation thereof will not affect, the validity or priority of the mortgage to be insured.

3. Any easements or servitudes appearing in the Public Records.

4. Any lease, grant, exception or reservation of minerals or mineral rights appearing in the Public Records.

5. Minerals of whatsoever kind, subsurface and surface substances, including but not limited to coal, lignite, oil, gas, uranium, clay, rock, sand and gravel in, on, under and that may be produced from the Land, together with all rights, privileges, and immunities relating thereto, whether or not appearing in the public records or listed as an exception in this Schedule B, Part II.  The Company makes no representation as to the present ownership of any such interests.  There may be leases, grants, exceptions or reservations of interests that are not listed herein.

6. Any lien, or right to a lien, for services, labor or material hereto or hereafter furnished, imposed by law and not shown by the public records.
